Aneroid barometer (£4 from junk shop). Repaired with blob of Araldite to reattach chain between rotor and lever (at lever end) – chain just way too small to think about correct reattachment – couldn’t even get a needle in between upper and lower half of link!

Scale gives pressure in inches of Mercury (cf. 760mm). Barometer just needs to be calibrated (from Ceefax, page 404).
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Photo of chain a little difficult to use, because of poor exposure (mea culpa), but it appears to be about 0.4 to 0.5mm across, when zoomed up with rulers in Publisher (at a higher resolution than pictured here). 1mm graph paper in background.

Glass had to be glued into one piece.

Pivot mountings reset.

Considerable cleaning of chrome, fascia, wood (damaging to wood – cheap polish!).

Still have to refix ‘last reading’ pointer.
